Lower plate was an idea that
did not work.

2. Jig to redrill the holes at 45 degrees on my drill press (Bill)

3. Jig used to form the bend in the 3/16 brass rod before tapering or the attachment of the end ring.
4. Jig used to drill 45-degree angle holes in the casement service to produce an angle perpendicular to the

The ships, made mostly out of a scrap wood frame and thin plywood hull, can range freimod[bsag tugboat to a 10
foot-long icebreaker ship. The boats are no small force. They are powereddiygdalir batteries, can easily withstand
rough waters and 15 m.p.h. winds, and are able to power along the lake faster than a walking person could keep up w

Tuxbury builds the ships by acquiring the plans to existing ships, and adjusts them to eredét @pproximately 1/45th of
the actual size. Every detail is replicated, as Tuxbury creatively uses household items
such as deodorant caps, buttons or the bottom of a soda can to recreate transmitters,
radars and other small features.

A large batterys placed inside, as well as-20 30-pound weights in order to keep the
boat submerged up to its water line.
